Approximately $120,000 is awarded based on need and artistic merit. Thanks to a generous gift from the
estate of Gladys and Phillip Haddad, this is an increase of 150% over previous scholarships.

Deadline: applications are due Friday, March 24, 2023 @ 11:59pm

Eligibility: Current and prospective full-time undergraduate ART majors seeking a first B.A. degree and needing
at least 24 additional credit hours for graduation who have not defaulted on a CSU Merit Scholarship
agreement during the 2022-23 year.

Conditions: All scholarship recipients must:

e Declare ART as a major when applying and during the scholarship period.

e Enroll full-time (minimum of 12 credit hours per semester) at CSU.

e Enroll in at least one ART course per semester.

e Maintain a minimum 2.5 grade point average (GPA) overall, and a minimum 3.0 GPA in ART.

e Participate fully in the Student Organization of Fine Art (SOFA) or the student chapter of the American
Institute of Graphic Arts (CSU AIGA).

e Studio majors: Present work created during the scholarship period in a public exhibition in the spring
semester (optional for incoming freshmen).

e Design majors: Acceptable projects may include but are not limited to leadership in AIGA events,
initiatives, and activities, as well as design-based projects that might serve the concentration or
department. Projects/activities must be approved by design faculty.

Advisor before registering for Spring semester to receive the second half of the award.

work that is no longer than 5 minutes long.
